The DO Something rally and concert is part of the official launch of the DO Something Cayman campaign which runs from 18 February to 31 May.  
The purpose of the DO Something campaign is to bring civic, business and church organizations together to love and serve the community, utilizing sustainable solutions. Through a massive three month volunteerism initiative, from 18 February to 31 May, the goal is to see 2,000 volunteers serving and addressing key social issues in the community, namely family, education and the environment.
