Pastor, Former NFL Player and Author to Launch Massive Volunteerism Campaign in Cayman
Miles McPherson To Sign Copies of Newest Book at Hobbies & Books on Thursday
Miles McPherson, pastor, author, former NFL player and Emmy award winner will be in Cayman this week to participate in a number of activities including a book signing session at Hobbies & Books in Piccadilly Centre this Thursday, 18 February starting at 12pm.
McPherson’s latest book DO Something! Make Your Life Count, was released in November.  Cayman is one of the first stops on an international book tour. The book is described as a hopeful and practical guide that shows how to live out faith in a way that improves people's lives.  With transparency and humor, McPherson shares his own shortcomings as a young pastor trying to connect with people in need.  Stressing the importance of hurting with people before you can do something for them, he takes readers through the 5 P's of making their lives count: preparation, purpose, pain, power, and passion.

Miles McPherson is the President of Miles Ahead Ministries and Senior Pastor of the Rock Church and Academy in San Diego, California, one of the fastest growing churches in the country. A nationally known speaker, McPherson’s bold, down-to-earth, humorous style has become his trademark. His relevant messages challenge both the young and young-minded and often compel them to recalibrate their lives in light of the Gospel.
In 1982 McPherson was the first student from the University of New Haven to be named All American and be drafted into the NFL but two years into his pro career with the San Diego Chargers, McPherson was battling a drug problem and living an immoral lifestyle. In a dramatic turn, McPherson gave his life to Christ on 12 April 1984, and stopped using drugs instantly. He has appeared on many national television shows, including Larry King Live, Good Morning America, The O'Reilly Factor, and Fox & Friends. He and his wife have three children and live in San Diego, California.

The public is invited to come out to Hobbies and Books Piccadilly to meet McPherson and learn more about how they can make a difference in their community.  The autograph session will take place from 12pm to 1:30pm and copies of the book will be on sale.
The release of DO Something! coincides with the official launch of the DO Something campaign here in Cayman which kicks off on Thursday with a press conference, followed by a free concert on Friday, 19 February at the Agape Family Worship Centre featuring L.A. hip hop artist Trip Lee, local group P.A.U.Z.E. Entertainment and Pastor McPherson.  The weekend of activity will conclude with McPherson serving as keynote speaker at the Young Caymanian Leadership Award (YCLA) ceremony on Saturday, 20 February at the Ritz-Carlton Grand Cayman.
The purpose of the DO Something campaign is to bring civic, business and church organizations together to love and serve the community, utilising sustainable solutions.  Through a massive three-month volunteerism initiative, the goal is to see 2,000 volunteers serving and addressing key social issues in the community, namely family, education and the environment.  
At the conclusion of these three months, Miles Ahead will bring a team of approximately 65 volunteers from San Diego and elsewhere to invest in the Cayman Islands.  The estimated value of this week to Cayman is approximately $2 million dollars.  The campaign will culminate with a two-day Festival on 14 and 15 May at the Black Pearl, bringing some of the biggest names in Gospel music together along with Xtreme Action sports and kids activities.
